Inks will run on a litho press, with any plate, without fountain solution, and lower Voc’s.  But this is not why most printers will use them.  They will allow the printer to be more productive and make money!!

FACTS;

Inks will set faster on paper.

· Aggressive solvents in fountain solution and alcohol subs are gone.

· Allows ink to remain on the edge of solubility.

Faster oxidative dry using this technology.
· Acid in fountain solution does not attack driers.
· Great for printing plastics and foil.

· Sheets can be handled and finished later.

· Great for inks coated in line.

· Won’t mark as easy on matte stocks.

· Inks will have better rub properties.
Water is not as aggressive as fountain solution.
· Inks will not emulsify as easily.

· Paper linting and piling is reduced.

· More consistent color control.

· Will run with any water, without chillers.


Start up instructions;

Press clean up and settings;


1.
Dump and raise tank to your satisfaction.


2.
Inks will also run with fountain solution.


3.
Clean dampening rollers with metering roll cleaner.



DO NOT CONTAMINATE THE WATER


4.
Gum the chrome roller and let dry.


5.
Clean the plate with water to remove gum.


6.
Have dampening roller settings set lightest at the plate and heavier toward the pan roller.


7.
Set roll pressures at low end of manufacturers specs.


8.
Always start press with dampening form rollers contacting plate before ink.

9.
Pre-damp and post-damp routines should be allowed to run as they can be changed to better wet the plate.  Factory settings can be reached on most presses.


BE AWARE OF PRESSMEN WHO BYPASS THESE AUTOMATIC ROUTINES!

10.
Start press with an excess of water, you may adjust to lower water setting later.

Press operation instructions;
1.
Avoid running at minimum edge of ink/water, this is hard to do because of past experience.  Run to mid point of ink/water balance.

2.
Look for a wet plate, this is the sweet spot.

3.
Consistent color will be seen with setting around mid point.

4.
Not to worry about higher water settings.

5.
Ink wash out is the upper limit.
